UNITED MATIONS COMVENTION TO COMSAT DESEXTIFICATION

IM THO3Z COUNTRIES EXPIRIENCING SZRICUS CACUGHT ANC/CR
DESERTIFICATICN, PARTICULARLY IN AFSICA

The Parties o this Convention,

Affirming that humaa beings in affected or thrzataned areas are at the c2ace of cIncarns o combat
ddseriification and mitgate the effects of drought.

Reflecting the urgent concern of the international community. inclucing States 3nd international
organizations. about the idverse impacts of desertificadon ind droughe.

Aware. that arid, semi-arid and dry sub-humid areas tog=zher account for 1 significaat progoriion of
the Earth’s land ar=a and ars the hahitat and source of livelihood foc 2 large segmencdf i populatica.

Acknowledging that desertificaion and drought are prodlems of glotal dimeasion in that they affact
all r=gions of the world and that joint acton of the international commurity is aesdad 0 combat
deszrification and/or mitigate the sffests of drought,

Ncing the high concentrition of developing countries. natably the lexst Cevelopes countries, amang
these sxperencing sesious drought and/or desertificadoan, and the pardculacly wagic consegquences of these
phesomena in Africa,

Noting also that desestification is caussd by complex interactions among physical. biological. political,
social,-cuitural and esonomic factors,

Considering the impact of wade and relevant aspects of intemational economic retations oa the ability
aof affsctsd countries to combat desertification adaquately,

Conscious that-sustainable economic growth, social development 1nd povesty eradication ar priorites
of affected deveicping countries, partcularly ia Africz. and are esseadal o mesdng sustainabilicy
objectives.

Mirdful that desestificztion and drought affact susiiinable develcpment trough their inmretatonshics
with imgorant social probiems such as paverty. pooc hezlth and autitos. lack of fed security. asd hess
arising from migration, disglacsment of perscas and demographic dynamics.

Apprecicting the significance of the past effocs and expeciencs af Stuzs aad internauonct
orgirizaticas in combatng desestification and miugstng e eflacts of drought. pariculyly in
imglementng the Plan of Action to Combat Dessrificatcn which was acogied at G2 United Nadens
Confesencs on Desextificadon in [977,

Reckizing hat despite effors in the past, prograss in combadng cesertificadon and mitigating the

effacts of drought has not mat expectations and that a aew 3ad mors effeciive ipproach is aested ac all

levels within the framework of sustainzbie develcpment

Recogniziag the validity and relevance of desisions adegted 1t the Unjted Nadons Confersacs on
Eavironment 1nd Development. particulzrly of Ageaga 21 ad is chaceer 12, which ravide 1 basis for

ccmoating desexmification.
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Reeffirming in Gis light the commitments of dawtloged councies 15 contained in paragraph |3 o
chapter 33 of Agaada 21,

Recelling General Assembly resoluticn 47/133. particularty the priority in it prescrided for &frica, and
all other rzlevaat United Nations resolutons. decisions and programmes oa desectification and drought,
as well as relevant declarations by African countries and those fom otier regions,

Reaffirming tie Rio Declarstion on Eavironment and Development which states. in its Principie 2, that -
States have, in accordance with the Charter of the United Nations and the principies of intemational law,
the soversign right to exploit their own resources pursuant to their own eavironmental and developmental
policies, and the responsibility to ensure that activities within their jurisdiction oc coamol do not cause
damage to the environment of other Statzs or of arsas beyond the limits of national jurisdiction,

Recognizing that aational Governments play a critical role in combating desertification and mitigating
the effects of drought and that progress in that respect depends oa lecal impledienttion of action
programmes in affected areas,

Recognizing aso the imperancs acd pecsssity of jatrnational cooperation and partnership ia
combating desenification and mitigating the effects of drought,
Rzcognizing further the importance of the provisioa to affected developing countriss. particularly in

Africa. of effective mears, inzer alic substantial Bnancial resources, inciuding new and adcitional funding,
and accass to technology, without which it will be difficult for them to implement fuily their commitraents

under this Coaveation,

Erpressing concsm over the imgact of desertificadon and drought on affected countriss in Central Asiz
and the Transcaucasus.
Stressing the imporant role played by womea in regions affecied by Yesentification andfoc drought,

pacticularly in cural arzas of daveloping countries. and the importance of ensuring the full participation
of both mea and women af 3l leve!s in programmes o combat deseciificadon and mitigate the effects of

drought.

Emphesizing the special role of nca-governmental organizations and other major groups in
programmes © combat desectification and mitgace the effects of drought.

Becring in mind the rz!adonship betwesn desestificaton and odher 2aviroamentd protiems of glotsl
dimeasion faciag the internationa and nadonal communites,

Bearing clzo in mind the contribution that combatng deserificaton € MaXs (@ aRieving the
objectives of the United Nations Framewwork Convendon on Climate Change. the Coaventan on Biological
Divezsity and otier related envircamental conveations,

Belisving that strategies 1o combat desertificacion and mitigate the effects of drought will ke most
effeciive if ey are'based on sound sysiemauc obssrvauon and rigoraus scientific kncwledge and if they
are continuously re-evaluated,

Recognizing the urgent nesd 1o improve the effectiveness and cocrZinaton of intzmztonal caoperion
w0 ficilitae the implementation of naticnal plans and pricrices.
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Deterrmined to laks appropriare acucn in combatag, dedenilicaion 1ad mitigating e effecss of
drought for the benafit of present and future Zenerations.

Heve cgreed as follows:

Article 2. Objective

1. The objective of this Coaventicn is to combat Cesestificuion and mitigate the efl=<ts of drought in
countries expesieacing serious drought and/or desetification, paricularly in Africa. through effectve
action at all levels. supporied by internatiooal ¢ooperation and parmership arrangements. in the framework
of an integrated approach which is consisieat witt Agenda 21, with 3 view to conzibuting 0 the
. achievement of susiainable cevelopmeat in affecied arzas.-

2. Achieving this objective will involve long-term intagrated swategies that focus simultanegusly. in
-affeciad armas, oo improved productivity of land, arnd the rehabilitation. conservation and sustiinable
masagemeat of land and water resourcss, leading o improved lving coedidons. jn pardeular at the

community level

Article 3. Frinciples

In ordes © achieve the objective of tiis Convestion ana w inglerneat its provisions. the Pardes shall
be guided. inter alia, by ¢ following:

(2) the Parties should easure that decisions on the design and implemestdcn of programumes (o
combat desertification and/or mitigats the sffzcts of drought rs taken with the participation of populations

(d) the Parties should take into full consideracen the special nesds and circumstances of affecizd
develeping county Parties. paricularly the least cevzicsed umong tiem.

1. The Parties shall imglement their obligations under this Conveadon. individually ot jointly. either
through existing or grospective bdilateral and muliilateral amangzments oc a combinaton theresf, as
apgropriate, emphasizing the ne=d to coordinatz effors and develep 2 coherzat long-iesm strategy at all
levels. -

2. iIn pursuing the objective of this Convestion. the Partas shall:

(a) adopt an integrated approach acdrassing the physical. biological and sccio-ecanomic aspests of
the processes of desectification and drought;

(b) give due amention, within the relevant international and regional tedies. to the sitation of
afTecied developing country Parties with rezard (0 internadonal wade. marketing arangements and cebt
with a view to esablishing an enabling international sconomic eavironment concucive (o the promotcn
of sustainable development:

(c) integrats stratsgies for poverty eradication into efiors to combat desertificatien and mitigaie the
effects of drought

(d) promote coogeration among affected country Paries in the fields of saviroamental procection and
the consezvatian of land-and water resources. as they relate (o desentification and droeght:

(e) sueagthen subregional. regional and international cooperation:
0 cooperats within relsvant intetzgovernmental organizations;

(g) Cdetermine insduucnal mechanisms. if appropriate, kezping ia mind the aczd to avoid duplicatica;

and

(h) promotz the use of existing dilatera} and muitlateral financial mechanisms ind arrangaments Liat
mobilize and channel substangal financial resources to afiected developing country Parties in combating
desertification and mitigating the effects of drought.

(d) promots 2wareness and facilicate the participation of foca populzticas, partcularly womea and
youth, with the support of noa-govenmentll organizations. in efforts (0 combat desertification and

mitigate the effects of droughg and

(2) provide an enabling eavironment by sirzogihening. as appropriate. relevant sxisting legisiation
and. where they ¢o oot exist enicting new laws and establishing long-tarm policies and acicn
programmes.

Article 6. Obligations of developed country Parties

mcbilizaticn of funding from the private sester and other pon-governmenta

sourcss; and

(¢) promots and faciljtace 3ccass by affected country Parties. parcularly arfected Ceveloping cousy
Parties, to appropriate technology. knowledge and know-haw.

2. The Parties shall develop cperational mechanisms. partculacly at the national and field levels, o
ensurs the fullest pessible coordination ameag developed couatry Parues. developing couniry Parties acd
relevant intergoveramental and non-governmental organizadons. in ordes 10 avoid Cuglicaton, harmonize
Iniervestions and agprmaches, 1nd maximizs the impact of assistance. In affzcied developing coungy
Parties. priodty will be given ic coordinating actvites celated to intermadonal cooperation in order ©
rmixiciize the efficieat use of cesourcss. (0 ensurs responsive assisancs. and io facilicats the implementa-
ton of natonal acica programmes and pricrtes under this Conveation.
